Participants are requested to wear decent/ formal attire (avoid wearing
shorts, spaghetti top, flip flops) to attend the camp. If they wish, they may
wear their university uniform (if any). Students must carry their traditional
dress (at least one set), which they must wear on 5" August, 2023.

The hotel check-in starts at 3:00 p.m. IST but we will try for early check-
in, if required. The hotel check-out time is 12:00 p.m. IST but if required,
we will try for late check-out as well. Otherwise, you may please leave
your luggage at concierge at the hotel.

During your stay at Kolkata, breakfast and dinner will be provided at hotel
and lunch at university campus. Except on the day of city tour, when you
will require to arrange lunch by yourselves (Team Adamas will help you
for the same).

During the days of visit to nearby sea beach, accommodation will be
provided at the best available hotel, where two major and two minor meals
will be included.

The registration fee (75% non-refundable) for each student is USD 510 and
for the observer, it is USD 460 (if you wish you can also send one faculty
as an observer during this camp) which includes hotel accommodation, 2
minor and 2 major meals per day, all transportation (including airport
pickup and drop), city tour, fun activities, all entry fees and excluding air
fare, visa fare and water sports at sea beach.
